The Davis United World College Scholars Program has long

been grounded in this understanding of hope. By expanding access Philanthropists Shelby and Gale Davis and International Educators Phil
and Amy Geier founded the program in 2000 and remain fully engaged
with its original and ongoing purposes of building community out of

Since its founding in 2000, the Davis United World College Scholars Program has been guided by
two key strategies. First, to fund heretofore unavailable need-based scholarship support at American
colleges and universities for graduates of the United World College (UWC) schools. Second, to help

transform American campuses into more diverse global communities, grounded in the belief that all

perspectives differ from their own.

These two strategies inform the five principal goals of our program:
» provide scholarship support for exemplary and promising students from a wide range of countries

and cultures who have embraced the UWC mission of building international understanding;

» build meaningful cohorts of globally and culturally aware scholars within the undergraduate

populations of selected partner colleges and universities across the United States;

» strengthen the American undergraduate experience through international diversity on U.S.

campuses—for the benefit of traditional American students as much as for UWC scholars;

» leverage this philanthropic initiative for the long-term benefit of partner campuses,
contributing to strategic shifts in institutional thinking and encouraging others to commit greater

resources to this work; and

» contribute proactively to a better future for our highly volatile and interdependent world by
motivating scholars—and those with whom they interact—to take personal responsibility for

making a positive difference.

Our program 1s both practical and aspirational. It reflects the extraordinary potential of

private philanthropy to promote international understanding through dynamic partnerships with
educational institutions that share our strategic vision and are committed to expanding global learning
opportunities for all students. At its core, the program uses philanthropic leadership to leverage
increasing support for transformative impact on individuals, institutions, and the wider world.

The Davis UWC Scholars Program has grown significantly in both scale and impact. Today,
there are more than 4,600 scholars across 100+ American college and university partner campuses.
These scholars are graduates of all 18 United World College schools and represent 163 home
countries. They are distinguished by the UWC movement’s unique, volunteer-driven selection
process, through which national committees identify and support young people of exceptional
promise to pursue secondary education at UWC schools and higher education at partner institutions
in the United States.

This work would not be possible without the deep partnerships we share with American colleges
and universities that value the UWC mission and its graduates. Central to these partnerships are
campus liaisons, whose commitment and expertise are acknowledged at the back of this report.

We extend our sincere gratitude to all who contribute to advancing the goals of the Davis UWC
Scholars Program and to sustaining a vision of higher education rooted in hope, purpose, and shared

responsibility.

How the Program Works

Since 1962, thousands of young people from 175 nations
have been selected by committees in their home countries
to complete their last two years of high school at one of

18 United World College schools. UWC schools are located
in Armenia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Canada, China, Costa
Rica, Eswatini, Germany, Hong Kong, India, Italy, Japan,
Norway, Singapore, Tanzania, Thailand, the Netherlands,
the United States, and Wales. The UWC movement works
to build multinational, cross-cultural communication and

understanding among all its students.

In 2000, the Davis UWC Scholars Program began providing
scholarship grants to a pilot group of American colleges and
universities to support UWC graduates who matriculated at
these schools. These pilot schools—Colby College, College
of the Atlantic, Middlebury College, Princeton University, and
Wellesley College—are graduating their 23rd class of Davis
UWC Scholars in 2026. Based on the success of building
clusters of globally minded scholars at these pilot schoals,
Davis philanthropy chose to greatly expand the number of

campuses and scholars in the program.

This academic year, there are 106 U.S. colleges and
universities in partnership with the Davis UWC Scholars
Program. For partner schools, the program provides
annual grants in support of need-based scholarships for
each matriculated UWC graduate for up to four years of
undergraduate study. The total number of Davis UWC
Scholars attending these schools has now reached 4,643
from 163 countries. The 2026 graduating class includes
1,084 students from 139 nations. To date, the program
has supported 17,220 scholars.

With their education made possible through their own
merits and the help of the Davis UWC Scholars Program
and its partner schools, Davis UWC Scholars will go on

to play important, meaningful, and often leadership roles
in their communities, in their home countries, and in the
world. The partner schools will have become more globally
engaged and more internationally diverse educational

communities.

he Davis United World College (UWC) Scholars are graduates of
Ta family of worldwide schools that share a mission of making
education a force to unite people, nations, and cultures for peace
and a sustainable future. The UNC movement was founded in 1962
and now comprises a network of 18 international schools on four
continents, short courses, and a system of volunteer-run National
Committees in more than 150 countries.

UWC offers a challenging education to an intentionally

diverse group of students, placing high value on experiential

learning, community service and outdoor activities, and
complementing high academic standards delivered through the

International Baccalaureate Diploma Program (DP) and Career-
related Program (CP).

Today, more than 12,000 students from over 150 countries are
studying on UWC campuses. Admission to a UNC school is
independent of socioeconomic means, with over 80 percent of UNC
National Committee-selected students in the International
Baccalaureate DP or CP receiving full or partial financial support.

Graduates of the UWCs are eligible to become Davis UNC
Scholars at over a hundred college and university campuses
throughout the U.S.

UWC Thailand is situated in
northern Phuket, Thailand.
Representing 99 different
nationalities and boasting the full IB

DP, UWC Thailand serves over 500
students from age two to grade 12. With a unique focus on
well-being, students seek to realize their highest human
potential, cultivate genuine happiness, and take mindful and
compassionate action, all while engaging in unparalleled
outdoor experiential education opportunities and community-
based service partnerships.

University of Oklahoma Wins the Davis Cup

aving welcomed 75 Davis UWC Scholars as first-year students in fall
H2025, the University of Oklahoma in Norman, Oklahoma was named
the 2025 winner of the Davis Cup, the annual honor given to the college
or university that has matriculated the largest number of first-year Davis
UWC Scholars. This marks the 11th time in the past 13 years that OU
has received the award.

OU enrolls the highest number of Davis UWC Scholars in the
United States, with a total of 329 scholars representing more than 100
countries. While there are more than 100 U.S. colleges and universities
participating in the Davis UWC Scholars Program, OU remains the only
public university in the nation to have received the Davis Cup. The
university first enrolled Davis UWC Scholars in 2008.

“The Davis UWC Scholars Program’s long-standing success is a
great point of pride for the University of Oklahoma,” said OU president
Joseph Harroz Jr. “Davis Scholars exemplify the leadership and global
perspectives that strengthen our university community and help drive
positive change in the world.”

For many students, the program has been transformative. “Being
admitted to OU as a Davis Scholar has been a profound gift for me and
my family back home in Liberia,” said Dala Korkoyah, a Davis UWC
Scholar majoring in microbiology. “OU’s commitment to UWC students
has allowed me to pursue my dreams without financial barriers, and the
Davis community here truly feels like a family—supportive, close-knit,
and always there with personal guidance whenever | need it.”

Since 2008, OU has received well over $80 million from the Davis
UWC Scholars Program to support student scholarships, with program
funding for OU expected to surpass $12.9 million for the 2025-26
academic year alone.

“Partner schools are at the heart of our program,” said Phil Geier,
co-founder and executive director of the Davis UWC Scholars Program.
“We deeply appreciate our partnership with the University of Oklahoma,
as it once again demonstrates its leadership in expanding educational

opportunities for promising students from all parts of the world.”

St. Olaf College

St. Olaf College enrolls one of the largest cohorts of Davis UWC
Scholars—254 this year, among approximately 3,100 undergraduates—a
scale that reflects both institutional commitment and a deeply rooted
reputation within the UWC community.

“It's really all about the student experience,” said Jenny Howenstine,
Associate Dean of Admissions and Director of International Recruitment.
“My awesome team can recruit all over the world, but it really comes down
- ) to the experience of our current Davis UWC Scholars and how they are
L . : e relaying that back to their UWC campus and national committee.”

“Recruiting and getting students here is just the beginning,” she
added. “It takes campus-wide support to build this community.”

Jenny plays a central role in building that support. She works to
strengthen connections among UWC students, counselors, and colleagues
in Admissions, and has been instrumental in organizing an annual visit to
UWC campuses by representatives from multiple Davis partner institutions.

For Davis UWC Scholars, “of course financial aid is very important
to many,” Jenny noted, “but there are many other factors that shape the
student experience, including a robust international orientation, the ability

to stay on campus during breaks and summers, student employment

“All of these efforts require a commitment of time and resources from colleagues across campus,” she added, “and | am grateful for
everyone who goes the extra mile to support our students.”

Through his decades as Director of International Admissions at Luther College, Jon Lund supported
countless UWC students on their learning journeys—aoften prioritizing student fit over institutional
interest. At Luther, he worked tirelessly to improve the admissions process for international students,
especially by making financial aid offers clearer and more accessible.

“Students need to receive enough information about their various college choices so that they
can make a good decision,” noted Jon, who served as the college’s liaison with the Davis UWC

Scholars Program before retiring last year. “My job was to simply help them navigate a somewhat

complicated process.”

For an international student on an American campus, “it takes great courage to throw yourself
into study in a culture, context, and sometimes a language that is not your own,” Jon observed. “At UWC, students are challenged and
supported as they navigate the International Baccalaureate. By the time Davis UWC Scholars arrived at Luther, they were ready to fly.

“I'm proud of all of the international students who attended Luther over the years,” he added, “and I'm especially proud of our Davis
UWC Scholars who, for 20 years, have contributed to the intellectual, civic, and global climate on campus. Year after year, | watched the ways
in which UWC students threw themselves into campus leadership, civic engagement, and global advocacy initiatives.

As Senior University Counselor at United World College Red Cross Nordic in Norway,
Mark Chalkley makes a point of knowing each of his students extraordinarily well. He
also hosts an annual three-day campus visit during which students engage directly with
admissions representatives from a number of Davis partner institutions—an experience
that demystifies the admissions process and builds long-standing relationships.

There is no better way, he observed, to learn about a college or university than to
speak directly with its representatives. Many of those admissions officers have been
coming to Red Cross Nordic for years—*“so it’s like having friends visit for the weekend.”

When advising students who are considering Davis partner institutions, Mark looks - 'J

“For example, there are some institutions that offer honors programs to UWC graduates,” he explained. “I also tell students that they
are there not only to learn, but to teach others—outside the classroom—about their own culture, religion, and traditions.”

He frequently shares examples of what UWC graduates go on to achieve. “One of my favorites is a Haitian student who attended MIT
after being deferred through an early application, graduated last year, and is now pursuing a master’s degree at Oxford.”

“Mark is a fantastic host, an exceptional student advocate, and a tremendous asset to the UWC campus network,” said Jacob
Mnookin, Director of Partnerships and Innovation for the Davis UWC Scholars Program. “Working with him is a pleasure, and the depth of
his knowledge of the students he has served at Red Cross Nordic is truly inspiring.”

The Momentum Award

St. Thomas wins for their dramatic rise in first-year enrollment

he University of St. Thomas increased its enrollment of Davis
T UWC Scholars from two in 2024-25 to 62 in 2025-26. That
dramatic year-over-year rise earned St. Thomas the Davis UWC
Scholars Program'’s first Momentum Award, given annually to the
partner institution reporting the largest increase in first-year Davis
UWC Scholars enrollment.

“Our mission is all for the common good, and that fits hand in
hand with the Davis and UWC programs,” noted Amanda Hager,
Director of International Admissions.

“We wanted to make sure we're unique in what we offer,” said
Lori Friedman, Senior International Officer and Executive Director of
Global Learning and Strategy. “We have strong STEM and business
programs, we're a little bit larger school in an urban area, and we
made sure we could meet the financial need of every Davis UWC
Scholar,” beyond the program scholarship.

St. Thomas enrolls approximately 6,000 undergraduate
students, representing over 100 countries. Friedman emphasized
that the university's international strategy focuses on impact rather
than scale alone. “One of our goals is to increase international
enrollment,” Friedman said, “not just for numbers but to bring
perspectives and diversify the campus, and really have international
dialogues.”

To build awareness among UWC students and develop strong
relationships with UWC counselors, St. Thomas representatives
visited all 18 UWC campuses worldwide within the university’s first
year and a half as a Davis UWC Scholars Program partner.

“That sounds expensive, visiting all 18 UWC campuses,”
Friedman noted. “But we did it in a strategic way, in most cases
tacking onto existing trips.”

“We really wanted to know what we were getting into,” Hager

added, “making sure we could meet the needs and be the right fit

for many UWC students.”

With 62 Davis UWC Scholars now enrolled, Hager has taken a
highly personalized approach to student support. “I'm the personal
admissions counselor for every single one,” Hager said. “That’s
intentional, so that | have a better grasp of their needs. It allows me
to be very quick in answering and supporting them.”

The impact of the Davis UWC Scholars cohort is already being
felt across campus. “I'm hearing from faculty and the residence
halls that you can tell they're UWC,” she noted. “They're natural
leaders. They're experienced, they’'re comfortable in the classroom
environment, and they're engaged—with clubs, organizations, in the
residence halls, and outside campus.

“They've already started to lead initiatives. It's really cool to
watch.”

St. Thomas's Momentum Award reflects not only a remarkable
increase in enrollment, but also a sustained institutional commitment
to global access, student support, and partnership with the UWC

movement.

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Former Scholars Deepening Partnerships

Since its founding, the Davis UWC Scholars Program has supported over 17,000 UWC graduates in pursuing undergraduate study at
partner universities across the United States. Over time, a number of these former scholars have returned to those same institutions
as faculty and staff, creating a powerful full-circle moment for the partnership. In these roles, they help shape academic communities,
mentor students, and advance the values at the heart of the UNC mission—extending the program’s impact well beyond their own
undergraduate years. This section highlights two such former scholars whose professional paths now deepen and strengthen the Davis
UWC Scholars Program’s partnerships in meaningful and lasting ways.

William T. Tarimo

William T. Tarimo (Tanzania, Waterford Kamhlaba UWC of Southern Africa,
Connecticut College '12) grew up in Moshi, near Mount Kilimanjaro. After graduating
from Waterford, he matriculated to Connecticut College as a Davis UWC Scholar,
earning bachelor’s degrees in computer science and mathematics. His
undergraduate experience was defined by early engagement in research, particularly
in applied robotics, including publishing papers and presenting at conferences—
opportunities that proved formative for his academic path. Reflecting on his decision
to attend Connecticut College, William notes that he found “a welcoming sense of
belonging among the international student community, academic opportunities and
rigor, and institutional support,” along with influential early research opportunities William T. Tarimo

within the computer science department.

Following graduation, William entered a PhD program in computer science at Brandeis University, earning his master’s and
doctoral degrees in 2014 and 2016. His research focused on educational technology and pedagogy design, resulting in the
development of the Computer-Supported Agile Teaching framework, which explores how technology can support transparent and
adaptive teaching and learning. Central to this work is the Discovery Teaching platform, a tool he continues to develop and use in both
his research and classroom practice.

In 2017, William returned to Connecticut College as an assistant professor of computer science. “Connecticut College has long
been a home and a special place to me,” he reflects, noting that his experience as an international student continues to shape his
approach to teaching, mentoring, and service. Beyond the classroom, he collaborates with the Walter Commons for Global Study
and Engagement and supports initiatives such as Education & I, a resource for international students navigating higher education in
the United States.

William remains deeply grateful to the Davis UWC Scholars Program for opening doors that would otherwise have been
inaccessible. He credits the program with shaping his commitment to access, global engagement, and service—values he continues to

live out through his teaching and mentorship.
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Haydee Lindo

Haydee Lindo (Jamaica, Mahindra UWC India ‘04, Williams College '08) grew up in
Montego Bay, Jamaica. After completing UWC in India, she matriculated to Williams
College as a Davis UWC Scholar, drawn by what she describes as its “excellent,
high-touch liberal-arts education” and the freedom to explore across disciplines. At
Williams, Haydee double-majored in mathematics and political science, with
concentrations in political theory and international relations, and studied abroad
through the Williams—Exeter Program at Oxford. She also immersed herself fully in

campus life—exploring dance, stage-managing performance groups, playing

rugby, and serving as co-president of the Minority Coalition, a network of student
affinity organizations. Haydee Lindo

Reflecting on her undergraduate experience, Haydee emphasizes the value of
intellectual breadth alongside rigor. While her mathematics training laid the foundation for her academic career, she notes that her
political science studies were equally formative. “My math degree is most directly connected to what | do now,” she explains, “but |
believe my political science degree also makes me a better teacher. The combination made me a deeper and more flexible thinker.”
That interdisciplinary grounding continues to shape how she approaches teaching, research, and mentorship.

After graduating from Williams, Haydee worked in management consulting before returning to academia to pursue a PhD in
mathematics at the University of Utah. Following the completion of her doctorate, she held a Gaius Charles Bolin Fellowship and
then joined the mathematics faculty at Williams College in a tenure-track role. In 2020, she moved to Harvey Mudd College, where
she earned tenure in 2024 and now serves as an associate professor of mathematics. That same year, she received the MAA Henry
L. Alder Award, a national honor recognizing distinguished teaching in undergraduate mathematics.

In her current role, Haydee conducts theoretical research in commutative algebra and teaches across the undergraduate
mathematics curriculum, including advanced courses in her field. She is also co-leading an initiative to build an institute focused
on data science for social good—work she describes as “grounded in how | can improve my communities, whether local, regional,
or international.”

Haydee remains deeply grateful to the Davis UWC Scholars Program, which supported her education at Williams and connected
her to a lasting community of fellow UWC alumni. “The program didn’t just make my education possible,” she reflects. “It helped me

keep asking how to live my UWC values beyond UWC—and how even technical work can be part of making the world better.”

Now a first-year OU Law student, Azman hopes to combine creative and legal expertise to lead a film production company while

mentoring upcoming artists. “My experiences taught me to explore beyond my comfort zone,” he says, “learning more about the

world and navigating its complex challenges.”

Preserving the History of Kenya’s Indian Diaspora

When Yuvraj Shah'’s (United Kingdom, Li Po Chun UWC of Hong Kong, Middlebury
'26) grandfather migrated from India to Kenya in 1895, he joined more than 35,000
Indians who helped build East Africa’s infrastructure. Today, with Kenya’s Indian
population declining by 1.8% annually to just 85,000, Yuvraj is racing to preserve
these stories before they vanish.

“We are at risk of losing the histories and stories of a community which was
instrumental in the nation-building of one of Africa’s most populous countries,” Yuvraj
explains.

Awarded a Mellon Foundation Fellowship, Yuvraj traveled to Kenya in summer
2025 to interview Asian Indians and document their migration stories. At Middlebury,
he’s creating a historical archive to preserve these histories for future generations.

Yuvraj has become a voice for migration and belonging. As the sole student

speaker at Middlebury’s TEDx event and Opinion Editor for the Middlebury Campus, he

writes about preserving cultural heritage while integrating into new communities.

“The migrant can and should grow. The migrant will one day not even be a migrant anymore,” he writes. “It is important to allow

people to retain their history while integrating into a new space.”

His work ensures that Kenya’s Indian diaspora contributions—from railway construction to business development—are not

forgotten as communities disperse globally.

Preserving Art through Science,
Craft, and Community

Rahul Sharma (India, UWC Mahindra, College of Idaho '14) has been awarded a
coveted research scholar position at the Metropolitan Museum of Art—an achievement
he credits to his formative years in Caldwell, Idaho. Though now an emerging figure in
art conservation, Sharma’s path wasn't always clear.

“My entire trajectory was shaped during my time at the College of Idaho,” he
reflects. “I did not know | would go into conservation when | was in Caldwell, but being
there among the community, both academic and local, really set me up for what | am
doing now.”

His journey began when archivist Jan Boles gave him his first camera and studio
space. Professor Garth Claassen granted him unrestricted darkroom access. Chemistry ~ Rahul Sharma
professors Dr. Truksa and Dr. Saunders helped him understand the science behind
photographic processes, remaining patient even after he accidentally filled a lab with nitric acid fumes. Beyond campus, neighbor
Steve Towrey shared vintage photos, while Andy Yee taught him steady brushwork. “The saying is true—it really takes a village,”
Sharma notes.

“In all honesty, nothing | directly do day to day was taught at the College of Idaho,” he admits. “But then, a libera-arts education
isn’'t a professional education. What | learned was how to think.” Over time, courses that seemed tangential—Idaho Natural History,
sociology, literature—became increasingly relevant to his conservation work.

Henrietta Audrey Ohenewaa Afari (Ghana, UWC Atlantic, Harvard College '11) is
transforming cardiovascular care for women across sub-Saharan Africa. After
graduating from Harvard College in 2011 with a concentration in psychology, she
earned her MD from Harvard Medical School in 2015, determined to bridge global
health and clinical excellence.

She honed her skills at Massachusetts General Hospital as a resident and attending
physician in internal medicine, then served as a fellow in cardiovascular medicine at
Penn Medicine, becoming chief fellow in her final year. Completing her fellowship in
summer 2025, Henrietta deepened her expertise in developing equitable strategies for
managing heart disease among pregnant women in Ghana and Uganda. Work in
Botswana further shaped her commitment to global women'’s cardiovascular health.

“My goal is to use clinical research and implementation science to inform policy
and transform cardiovascular care for women with heart disease in sub-Saharan
Africa,” she explains.

Her commitment extends beyond patient care to system-level change—she has co-

authored articles on reducing health-care provider burnout in low- and middle-income countries and streamlining emergency

obstetric care referrals in rural Ghana.

Born and raised in Accra, Henrietta’s global perspective was shaped by formative years in Wales and academic pursuits in

Boston. “Coming from a United World College, | internalized ideals about effecting positive change,” she reflects. “Without the

kindness of those who supported me, my dreams of attending Harvard would never have materialized.”

As a participant in the Financial Well-Being Certificate program at the
Francine LeFrak Center, Gabriela quickly advanced to Financial Ambassador. After obtaining financial instructor certification, she co-
designed a financial fluency course for international students to ease their transition to Barnard.

Gabriela has also worked with Latinas on the Verge of Excellence (L.O.V.E.), helping design a new program to empower Latinas in
STEM. These experiences have deepened her conviction that access to education and resources can transform lives and challenge

systemic barriers.

Designing More Equitable Cities
through Global Perspective

Jingze Wang (China, UWC Atlantic, Bates College '24), a politics major with a minor
in Japanese, had a transformative study-abroad experience in Japan through the
Associated Kyoto Program, which reshaped his life’s direction entirely. Thinking
back on that time, Jingze says, “Studying abroad in Kyoto was the happiest time of
my life, and it unexpectedly introduced me to what would become my lifelong
passion.”

While in Kyoto, Jingze discovered Green Legacy Hiroshima, a global volunteer

organization sharing messages of hope through ginkgo trees grown from seeds that

survived the 1945 atomic bombing. Determined to bring this mission home, he navigated a complex coordination process to make
Bates the first Maine institution to host a survivor tree seedling. Today, Bates stands proudly among 146 partner institutions across
41 countries that have such a survivor tree.

Living in Japan also opened Jingze's eyes to how human-centric urban design—walkable streets and accessible public transit—
elevates quality of life. Returning to Lewiston, Maine, he recognized the inequitable transportation challenges facing those without
cars. When he learned about Maine Department of Transportation’s plans for a commuter bus line connecting Lewiston-Auburn to
Portland, Jingze successfully advocated to relocate the campus stop to a central location and the construction of a bus shelter,
dramatically improving student access to the city.

These experiences sparked Jingze's passion for urban planning. His senior thesis examined policy diffusion of bike lanes across
American municipalities. In September 2025, Jingze joined Harvard Graduate School of Design’s Master in Urban Planning
program, ready to contribute to creating more equitable, sustainable communities. “At Harvard, | hope to bring international
perspectives into every project. The renowned urban planner Jeff Speck once wrote that the greatest barrier to solving complex
urban problems is not a lack of creativity, but a lack of broad knowledge of the world’s 10,000 great urban places. I'm grateful that
my global education, from UWC to Bates, has given me a foundation to pursue better design by drawing on best practices from
around the world.”

he Davis UWC Scholars Program reviews
Trequests on an annual basis from colleges
and universities interested in becoming partner
schools. To be considered, a letter of request
from the institution’s president should be
submitted, explaining in detail why their school
would be a good candidate for the program.
An important prerequisite for a candidate
school is to have already made recruiting trips
to several of the UWCs (whether in person
or virtually), have a proven track record of
successfully recruiting and matriculating
graduates from United World College schools
at the time of application, and are committed
to meeting full demonstrated need-based aid
for all admitted UWC graduates. It's essential
that applicant schools are in alignment with the
Davis UWC Scholars Program’s key goal of the
internationalization of the U.S. undergraduate
experience by building clusters of globally aware
UWC graduates on their domestic campuses
(offshore campuses and affiliates are ineligible).
Letters may be submitted at any time during
the academic year, but no later than May 31, as
decisions are finalized by August each year.

The Davis UWC Scholars Program makes

grants to institutions only—not to individual
students. Grants are awarded based on financial
need to eligible United World College graduates
enrolled at one of the partner schools.
